* An association — not an organization

* Avoluntary agreement of more than 150 indigenous
Military Christian Fellowships of the world to work
together to spread the good news of Jesus Christ among
the militaries of the world.

* Non-denominational, non-political, and not affiliated with
any nation or church

* It has no office, budget or staff

* There are three Principal Supporting Organizations of the
AMCF — MMI (UK), MSO (Korea), and ACCTS (USA)
